The other nice thing...most of the work only happens in the spring and fall.  If you aren't interested in joining a parent's garden committee, you can simply donate some of the items listed below.

SUGGESTED DONATIONS FOR THE GARDEN
1. Huge pots...pots that can survive the winter...not terracotta unfortunately, nor white or black plastic.  Instead, something with some kind of architectural detail, if possible.

2. Big bags of potting soil, compost, perlite, sand, peat moss, fertilizer, seeds...

3. Garden tools...trowels, spades, rakes, small shovel, long and sturdy hoses, nozzle...

4. Trellises...or attractive objects for vines to climb on

5. Rocks...small to put in pots for drainage, really big ones to create a naturalistic garden setting.  The big ones would need to be too big to be thrown around.

6. Bricks or flat objects to put under the pots (so they can drain better)

7. Crystals or polymer...a substance put into pots that retains moisture

8. Statues...or garden accents, like a gazing ball, that would bring interest, fun and architecture to the garden.  No gnomes or rabbits (sorry)

9. Some seating...benches, outdoor chairs..

10. Your expertise...can you advise us on setting up and maintaining our container gardens?

11. Plants, flowers, trees bushes...plants that survive harsh conditions and that don't need much watering and fussing

12. The use of a truck or van once in awhile to transport what we get...

13. Money...there will be lots of things we need to buy
